Claims administrators must use information reported to determine if an outbreak has occurred for the purpose of administering a claim. If an outbreak occurred from

July 6, 2020 to the effective date, claims administrators must use the information for the purpose of applying the presumption. An outbreak exists if within 14 calendar

days one of the following occurs at a specific place of employment:

1. Four employees test positive for COVID-19 at a specific place of employment with 100 employees or fewer.
2. Four percent of the number of employees test positive for COVID-19 where more than 100 employees reported to the specific place of employment.
3.The place of employment is ordered to close due to a risk of infection with COVID-19 by a local public health department, the State Department of

Public Health, the Division of Occupational Safety and Health or a school superintendent.

To calculate the number of employees at a specific place of employment, the claims administrator must utilize the data reported for the first employee who is part of the
outbreak. A claim is not part of an outbreak if it occurs during a continuous 14-day period where the requisite number of positive tests have not been met. If an employee
performs work at the employer’s direction in multiple places of employment within 14 days of the employee’s positive test, the employee’s positive test must be counted

n

at each of those places of employment, and if an outbreak exists at any one of those places of employment, that shall be the employee's “specific place of employment.”
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
